Common Questions:

1. Where will the classes be held?
a. Cohort meets at Luke AFB.
b. Optional meeting places may be possible with the agreement of the Cohort group.

2. How often do classes meet?
a. Hybrid courses meet a Friday night and Saturday daytime for two weekends at the beginning and end of the term.
b. Optional meeting times may be possible with the agreement of the Cohort group.
c. Weekly assignments are required through the online Blackboard system.
d. WBU terms are 11 weeks long.   

3. How quickly can I complete the program?
a. Recommended course load per term is 6 credits or two courses.
b. Option to take more than 6 credits per term is available by request and availability of the courses.
c. Program may be completed in four terms-approximately 1 year with two courses per term.  
d. Internship requires teaching in a school for a full year-to two years depending on the agreement.  

4. Does this program meet Arizona Certification requirements?
a. Teaching in Arizona requires a ADE Certification see:

b. This cohort meets the requirement of completing a “program” from an accredited institution.  

5. What additional items should I be aware of?
a. APEA (Arizona State Proficiency Exam: part 1- Professional  part 2- content area

i. Exam offered many times through-out the year.
ii. Exam preparation assistance available through the exam source and WBU.  

b. Arizona Finger print card 
c. Content area – highly qualified

i. What content area do you plan on teaching? How many credit hours do you have on a transcript?
ii. To be considered highly qualified you must have 24 credit hours in the content area with 12 of those credits at 

the junior or above level (300 or above).  
d. Certification in other states

i. Recommend you become certified in AZ then transfer to other state requirements.
ii. Other options are available depending on your circumstances. 
iii. Most states require U.S. government and state history/government classes.  

6. What are the Entrance Requirements:  Entrance Requirements:  Bachelors Degree w/2.7 cumulative GPA of last 60 hours of 
courses completed at the time of application and a major GPA of 2.7 in the content area.  (Less than 2.7 GPA requires a writing 
exam.)

7. What do I need to apply:  A nonrefundable fee of $50, a completed application and official transcripts.
